Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 will all be visiting the local library in the
summer term; Year 3 will go and visit Central Library in fown, also in the
summer term. We are going to celebrate World Book Day and we are ar-
ranging for the children to visit our school library more and during the
summer term our library will be open after school on a Monday and Friday
for you and your children to visit. 3:30pm—4:00pm.

Please encourage your child with their reading and hear them and talk to
them about their books as often as you can.
